9. The recipient of the Scholarship is expected to attend the Award Presentation on
Graduate Recognition Sunday.
10. If applicable (not always due to the age/grade of candidate), official transcripts,
official ACT or SAT test results are required. (see High School Academic
Profile form)
11. Applicants must submit completed applications by due date April 14.
